The Committee approved and
adopted the review of income and expenditure for the
year 2008 (audited), auditor’s report for the year 2008
and the comments of the Secretariat thereon and took
note of the financial review for the period January-
June 2009 (unaudited). The Committee also ratified the
agreements signed by AARDO with the National School
of Agriculture (NSA), Maknas, Kingdom of Morocco,
and Mulungushi University, Kabwe, Zambia on 9th
January 2009 and 31st March 2009, respectively. The
Executive Committee decided to extend the tenure of
Ms Seema Bahuguna, the Assistant Secretary General
for one year i.e.,, from 19.12.2009 to 18.12.2010.
The Committee approved the writing off of mobile
phone and its original cost from the records of the
Organization taking into consideration Rule 9.4.4 of
the Financial Rules of AARDO. The Committee decided
that the 60th Session of the Executive Committee would
be held in Oman in 2010. The Executive Committee
also decided that its 63rd Session would be held in
Zambia in 2012 taking into consideration that the 61st
and 62nd Sessions of the Executive Committee would
be held in Cairo, Egypt in 2011 in conjunction with the
17th General Session of AARDO Conference.

ii) Liaison Committee : 55th Session

The 55th Session of the Liaison Committee of AARDO
was held on Wednesday, the 13th January 2010 at
the Conference Hall of the AARDO Secretariat, New
Delhi under the Chairmanship of Dr D S Gangwar, Joint
Secretary (Admn./IC), Ministry of Rural Development,
Government of India, and Hon'ble Chairman of the
Licison Committee.  Sixteen (16) delegates from
thirteen (13) member countries of the Liaison Committee
attended the session. In addition, one delegate from
the High Commission of the Republic of South Africa,
New Delhi attended the session as an Observer. His
Excellency Dr Abdalla Yahia Adam, Secretary General
attended the meeting as Member Secretary to the
Liaison Committee. Mrs Seema Bahuguna, Assistant

Libya: The Secretary General visited Libya on

the Session of the Executive Committee.

Egypt: After attending the 59th Session of the Executive
Committee in Libya, the Secretary General proceeded
to Egypt on 16 November 2009 to inaugurate the
“Training and Study Visits on Desertification in Egypt”
programme, jointly organised by AARDO and the
Desert Research Centre (DRC), Ministry of Agriculture
and Land Reclamation, Government of Egypt, in Cairo
from 17 to 22 November 2009. Besides meeting the
participants of the programme, the Secretary General
also had discussions with the senior officials of the
Ministry of Social Solidarity, Government of Egypt on
matters of mutual interest, including the strengthening
of Regional Office of AARDO for North and Eastern
Africa.

India (Hyderabad) : The Secretary General visited
Hyderabad during 1-3 November 2009 to attend
and inaugurate the International Workshop-cum-
Training Programme on “Water Resource Management
for Sustainable Development” held at the National
Institute of Rural Development (NIRD), Hyderabad
during 02-15 November 2009.

countries, namely, Bangladesh, Burkina Faso, Republic
of China (Taiwan), Egypt, Ghana, Iraq, Jordan,
Liberia, Oman, Sudan and Yemen. Besides, officials
from the AARDO and NIRD Secretariats attended the
programme.

The workshop-cum-training programme consisted
of two parts, viz., the plenary meeting and field
visit. The meeting included the presentation of
expert papers, country reports and discussions. In
all, sixteen expert papers were presented by the
Resource Persons from various Indian institutions
working in the areas related to water resource
management. In addition, eleven country papers
were presented by the participants from the member
The workshop-cum-training programme
recommended, among others, that the farmers should
be encouraged to cultivate less water consuming
crops as well as use water saving technologies like
sprinkler and drip irrigation systems. Besides, women
participation should be encouraged in water resource
management and sanitation for healthy development
of the nation. To get the participants exposed to the
water management system in India, a field visit to the
Krishna Raja Sagar Dam in Mysore and Kanva Dam
in Bangalore rural district of Karnataka state was
undertaken on 8-11 November 2009.

b) exchange the basic concepts of good governance,

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iii) “Integrated Pest Management”, 14 — 18 March 2010,
Damascus, Syria

Developing countries largely depend on their agricultural
sector for food security and livelihood. The ever growing
population and consequential increasing demand for food
has led to the indiscriminate and excessive use of chemical
fertilizers to rapidly enhance the agricultural production.
The injudicious use of pesticide for short-term gains lead to
serious problem of crop losses due to pesticide resistance,
pest resurgence, elimination of natural predators and
health & environmental hazards. Pesticides also have
deleterious impact on soil microbial fauna, which helps in
maintaining the soil productivity. However, the promotion
of judicious use of agrochemicals can contribute immensely
to the protection of environment not only by substantially
reducing dependence on inappropriate chemicals but
more significantly by raising crop yields.

Against this background, Afro-Asian Rural Development
Organization (AARDO) organized the regional workshop
on “Integrated Pest Management” in collaboration with
the Ministry of Agriculture and Agrarian Reform, Syrian
Arab Republic during 14-18 March 2010 at Damascus
for the Arabic speaking AARDO member countries with

The workshop was organized at Sohara Tourist
Complex, Dimas, Damascus which was inaugurated by
H.E. Dr. Nabi Rasheed Mohamed, Deputy Minister of
Agriculture and Agrarian Reforms, Government of the
Syrian Arab Republic and H E Dr Abdalla Yahia Adam,
Secretary General AARDO delivered his speech in the
opening ceremony. The workshop was attended by 13
participants from seven member countries, i.e. two each
from Egypt, Jordan, Libya, Morocco, Oman, Sudan and
one from the host country Syria, besides of 4 experts,
that is, 2 from Egypt and 2 from Syria. The officials from
AARDO headquarters and its Middle East Regional
Office also attended the workshop.

Besides presentation of seven country papers and 4 expert
papers in the workshop, six local resource persons from
universities/specialized institutions also contributed with
their presentations on the different aspects of pest control
/management and yield specific pest control systems.

To get a close exposure to the techniques and practices
of biological control of agricultural pests, the participants
were taken to the Biological Enemies Propagation Centre
and Citrus Fruits Gardens in Latakia on 16 March 2010,
where they observed the achievements made by Syrian
Arab Republic in the field of research and development
of biological control of agricultural pests through
propagating the natural enemies of agricultural pests
and distributing them on the fields. This natural process of
pest control is free from all kinds of chemical, pesticide
residues and it is also environment friendly technique.

To arrive at appropriate recommendations, the participants
were divided into three groups and each group was assigned
with specific topics for their discussion. On the preliminary
session of the workshop held on 18th March 2010, all the
three groups presented their recommendations. In view of
the group recommendations and deliberations the workshop
adopted its final recommendations. The workshop, after
distribution of the certificate among the participants, was
formally closed on 18th March 2010.

Evaluation Study

During the reporting period, AARDO has signed the
Mol for the research study on “Post Training Utilization
of AARDO Programmes in Bangladesh” with the Rural
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Development and Cooperative Division (RDCD) of
the Ministry of Local Government, Rural Development
& Cooperatives, Government of Bangladesh and
Bangladesh Academy for Rural Development (BARD).
The study has already been initiated by BARD and is to
be completed within the next six months fime.

water recharge, intensity of floods and longer spells of
droughts. Inadequate supply of water has been putting
rural communities particularly women and poor under
constant stress and thus marginalizing them further. All
these problems are invariably result of grossly mis-
managed water resources and, therefore, call for judicious
review of existing policies and programmes in order to
ensure its sustainable use. The increasing pressure on
water resources is forcing international community to
give priority attention to this important issue.

It is against this backdrop of increasing concern
for efficient management of water resource in a
more sustainable manner that the Afro-Asian Rural
DevelopmentOrganization(AARDO) decidedtoorganise
international workshop-cum-training programme
on “Water Resource Management for Sustainable

Development” at Hyderbad, India in November 2009.

participants gave their own set of recommendations
which, among others, highlighted the need for policies
for effective water resource management. It is hoped
